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Weathering the Storm
In 2012, Hurricane Sandy disrupted New York City schools and highlighted the need
for resilient schools and climate-educated students. New York Sea Grant is a partner
in the Resilient Schools Consortium (RiSC) which has engaged 300 students in
resilience planning by having them conduct assessments of their school buildings.
