Michigan Sea Grant Publishes New 
Research 

In a new study, funded in part by Michigan Sea Grant, 
researchers found that the ongoing warming of Lake 
Michigan increases its susceptibility to Asian carp, in 
part by reducing the capacity of quagga mussels to act 
as an ecological barrier against the voracious algae-
eating fish. It was previously thought that the fingernail-
size mollusks could help prevent the invasive fish from 
gaining a foothold.
